HELP FOR TURKEY AND SYRIA WITH
EARTHQUAKE AFTERMATH: A magnitude
6.3 aftershock struck Turkey’s southern Hatay
province, near the Syrian border, Monday,
February 20. Ninety aftershocks followed, the
largest of which was recorded at 5.8. These bring
the estimated lives affected & statistics to (from
Reuters - Updated 2/23/23 7:00 a.m.):

Deaths: At least 49,495 people

Non-fatal injuries: At least 115,626 people
Displaced: At least 2.4M people

People affected: At least 24M people

Buildings destroyed: At least 6,589

Property damage: $50-85Billion

Greatest Magnitude: 7.8
