teach us to pray, just as John (the Baptist) taught 

his disciples.” (Luke 11:1). Jesus then taught His 

followers to pray a prayer that included a Prayer 

for CONNECTION. . . RECOGNITION. . . 

SURRENDER. . . DEPENDENCE. . . 

CLEANSING. . . RELEASE. . . PROTECTION. . 

.and BLESSING. Beginning February 12, and 

continuing through Palm Sunday, April 2, 

Pastor Danny will be preaching an eight week 

Lent Sermon Series on “The Lord’s Prayer: Path 

to Inner-Peace.”

HELP FOR TURKEY AND SYRIA WITH 

EARTHQUAKE AFTERMATH: 

Massive earthquakes 

devastated Turkey and 

Syria on Feb. 6, killing 

thousands in 

collapsed buildings 

and leaving multitudes desperate for help. The 

earthquakes that struck Syria and Turkey affected 

a region with 23 million people, including 1.7 

million refugees. The first quake had a magnitude 

of 7.8 with an aftershock of 7.5. In the town of 

Iskenderun, near the Biblical city of Antioch, the 

hospital collapsed in a pile of concrete rubble, 

entombing doctors, nurses, and patients. This 

awful tragedy crippled the local medical system 

at the hour help is urgently needed. 

Samaritan's Purse immediately airlifted one of its 

Emergency Field Hospitals to Turkey. In addition 

to staffing the fully equipped 52-bed tent 

hospital, Samaritan's Purse and World Hope 

International also airlifted tons of emergency 

supplies, such as weatherproof tarps to provide 

families with emergency shelter. 

Please lift up the people of Turkey and 

neighboring Syria as they grieve and struggle to 

rebuild their homes and lives. Ask God to open 

doors to provide resources for the teams to save 

lives, relieve suffering, and share the hope of 

Jesus Christ.

Ash Wednesday is 

normally the first day 

of Lent, and it occurs 

46 days before Easter. 

This year, it will be 

observed on February 22. The Bible does not 

mention Ash Wednesday or the custom of Lent, 

however, the practice of repentance and 

mourning in ashes is found in 2 Samuel 13:19; 

Esther 4:1; Job 2:8; Daniel 9:3; and Matthew 

11:21. It is a reminder to us of our human 

mortality. Biblically, sprinkling dust or ashes on 

our heads is an act of sincere repentance. 
 

Lent is traditionally a time when many Christians 

prepare for Easter by observing a period of 

fasting, repentance, and moderation. In the 

Roman Catholic Church, members often have 

ashes, in the shape of the cross, put on their 

foreheads during the Ash Wednesday service. 

Protestants do not usually follow this observance, 

but mark the calendar date as the official 

beginning of the Easter season.
