For security reasons, we are asked not to share 

the names of our missionaries working in 

predominantly Muslim countries and 

communities. The following news release is a few 

weeks old, but still relevant to current news.) 

Dear Liberty Wesleyan Church, Please be 

praying for my dear friend (name withheld) and 

his family. He and his wife lost 9 nieces and 

nephews in the deadly earthquakes that hit 

southern Turkiye and northern Syria. Many of 

their nieces and nephews were our kids' ages. 

They have 4 more family members in critical 

condition in the hospital. It is sobering and 

heartbreaking, to say the least. I spent the 

afternoon with them and many other friends and 

mourners who came by. My prayer is that God 

will meet them in their time of pain and that they 

will have space to grieve this tragedy. I realize 

every culture, religion, and person mourns 

differently, but I pray that they will feel the Holy 

Spirit comfort them these days. Please pray with 

me.
