government instability, corruption, and frequent 

natural disasters have taken a toll on Haiti’s 

economy and infrastructure. The last 2 years of 

protests, drought, and now COVID-19, have been 

extremely difficult. The Wesleyan Mission has 

struggled financially due to the reduced number 

of teams, and our reserves were quickly depleted. 

We have been able to keep our essential mission 

employees paid due to the sacrifice and 

generosity of financial partners who have given 

one time and monthly gifts during this time.
