MISSIONARY UPDATE ~ Phil & Becky Davis  

(Phillipians): We’re 

reaching the end of our 

summer back in the 

United States. We 

shared with people 

some things our 

heavenly Father is 

doing in Asia.  

Over and over, people mentioned feeling 

encouraged by what they heard. Their words struck 

me. I didn’t expect that kind of response. It makes 

me think God continues working to fulfill His plan 

for the world. 

We shared the startling fact that 4 in 10 people 

worldwide lack access to the gospel. During our 

presentation, we projected a map that showed 

where these people live. Most live in countries 

throughout Southeast Asia and the Muslim world. 

Every year, God sends us faithful people to train. 

Our students help to reach those who remain 

unreached. They prove far more effective than any 

Western missionary could be, since they grew up 

in that part of the world. 

On August 5th, Becky and I will return to Manila 

for the new school year. Thanks for helping train 

people who share the gospel in countries we will 

never visit. Your church’s faithfulness makes a 

difference in our students’ lives.
